Don’t be led astray by those who are against
Christ (anti-Christ).
* Denies Jesus is the Messiah (Christ).
» Denies Jesus Christ has come in the flesh.

Do remain (abide, dwell, live):
* in the true (Biblical) teaching about Christ.
* in the anointing (Holy Spirit) from God.
* in Him (Father, Son, Spirit).
