School Supplies

Pencils, small manual pencil sharpener, colored pencils, pencil
case, crayons, markers, pens, coloring pads, coloring books,
picture book, notebooks, glue stick, playdough, stickers, solar-
powered calculator, safety (blunt tip) scissors, ruler, blank index
cards, protractor.

Crafts and Activities

Watercolor set, make-it-yourself craft items or kit, fishing kit,
gardening kit with gloves and trowel (no seeds), puzzles, compass,
kaleidoscope.

Toys

Foam ball, kickball (make sure to include a manual air pump so
